Constitutional Sanction for Jim Crow Education

"Separate schools shall be provided for children of the
white and colored races, and no child of either race
shall ever be permitted to attend a school provided for
children of the other raceo

Constitution of the State of South Carolina, Article Xl, Section 7



Constitutional Sanction for Jim Crow Education

The schools for white children and the schools for
negro children shall be conducted separately (FL)
